Locking FDC Caps

Fire Department Connection (FDC) Caps are
used for all new sprinkler or standpipe sys-
tems.

Existing Systems:

If Roanoke Fire-EMS finds caps missing
from FDC 3 times, locking caps will then be
required.

Where do | mount the Knox Box?

e Mount the KNOX-BOX on the address
side of the building near the main en-
trance. Other locations for mounting of
the KNOX-BOX can be approved by the
Fire Marshal.

¢ The KNOX-BOX should be mounted
approximately 5 — 6 feet from the
ground.

e After the KNOX-BOX is mounted, contact
the Fire Marshal to secure it with your
keys or cards.

Do | have to purchase a

KNOX-BOX Rapid Entry

System?

Beginning September 1, 2006, Roanoke
Fire-EMS made it mandatory for all new
business owners, with a new fire protection
system, to purchase the KNOX-BOX Rapid
Entry System.

Business Owners with existing systems that
cannot have a key holder on the premises
within 20 minutes will also be required to
install a KNOX-BOX Rapid Entry System.

Premises with locked gates that limit acces-
sibility to buildings will be required to pur-
chase a KNOX-BOX Rapid Entry System.

Roanoke Fire-EMS suggests that residential
property owners consider installing KNOX-
BOX Rapid Entry Systems.

These systems are also recommended for
elderly or handicapped residents or those
with special medical or physical needs.

Firefighters can quickly and safely gain
rapid access to your property 24-hours a day.

Knox also makes padlocks and key gate
switches for electric gates.
